PROHIBITED ITEMS

•	 Aerosol products (including sunscreen)
•	 Vuvuzelas/air horns or similar items
•	 Animals (exception: service animals)
•	 Audio recording devices
•	 Chairs (including folding chairs, inflatable seating)
•	 Coolers / portable refrigerators
•	 Professional cameras (larger than 15x75cm, DSLR cameras, cameras with detachable lenses)
•	 Drones or remote-controlled vehicles/toys
•	 Drugs / Drug paraphernalia (including cannabis, cannabis products), prescription medications 

must be properly labeled and match the owner‘s ID (no pill boxes)
•	 Combustible materials, pyrotechnics (including fireworks, explosives, torches)
•	 Flagpoles and totems outside the specified guidelines
•	 Flashlights
•	 Flyers, samples, giveaway materials, promotional items
•	 Glass or metal containers (including refillable water bottles)
•	 Glow sticks, LED gloves, LED products
•	 Hula hoops
•	 Musical instruments
•	 Sky lanterns
•	 Laser pointers
